CURRENT BUSINESS

COUNCILMEMBER BYRNE REQUEST TO DISCUSS ADOPTION OF A
POLICY REGARDING THE WAIVER OF FEES

Recommendation:  That the City Council hears Councilmember Byrne’s
request and direct staff as needed.

Councilmember Byrne stated that he believes the City Council needs to put a
stop to the waiver of fees. Councilmember Byrne stated it is not fair to the
taxpayers or the City and he feels it should never have been brought to the City
Council.

Richard Crabtree, City Attorney, stated that there are a couple of legal issues
raised by this proposal. First both the City Code and State Code allow citizens
to come to the City Council and ask for a waiver of fees. It is against the law for
City Council when it has discretion in that area to adopt a policy not to exercise
that discretion. You can’'t make a decision to deny the request before they are
presented. Citizens have a right to come and ask for a fee reduction or waivers.
City Council does have the right to deny those requests.

Councilmember Byrne stated that the only right the City Council has is to deny
each request as it comes up.
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Councilmember Irving questioned if the City Council could establish a criteria for
approvals and disapprovals.

Mr. Crabtree, City Attorney, stated that would be fine, but at this time there are
no criteria.

Mayor Pro Tem Flynn stated that it would be ideal to establish criteria, but he
didn’t believe that it’s right to just say no waivers from here on out.

Mr. Crabtree stated that if for example if carried to its logical conclusion as
proposed the City’s current amnesty for home improvement building permits
would be prohibited.

Councilmember Byrne stated not really since the City Council had already made
that a fact.

Mr. Crabtree said it would be prohibited in the future.

Mayor Brown requested clarification that if the City Council were to adopt
something like Councilmember Byrne is proposing then the City Council would
be stopping the citizens from approaching us with a request.

Mr. Crabtree answered yes, it is inappropriate for either this City Council to bind
its exercise of discretion, or to bind the exercise of discretion by other City
Councils by a policy like the one purposed.

Mayor Brown requested clarification that if it's against the law to do this, how
does the City Council deal with this item for the record.

Mr. Crabtree stated that it would be handled just like any other agenda item you
do the motion then a second, or take no action at all.

John Elko resident stated he is in favor of the waiver of fees for example the Boy
Scouts, and the P.A.T.H project. He stated that he felt this meant you don’t want
to listen to the people and he believes that’'s wrong.

Mark Barthel, Public Works Director, stated that in April 2005 the City of Red
Bluff was awarded a CDBG planning grant in the amount of $33,250.00 with a
City cash match of $7.700. PACE Civil was awarded the contract July 1, 2006
with the completion analysis due by March 31, 2007. Sam Smith with PACE
CIVIL will present the report to City Council for comment.

Martin Nichols, City Manager, stated the only action before the City Council is
adoption of the report and that it is complete. The City Council is not adopting
the recommendations contained in the report.

Mayor Brown requested clarification that the City Council is simply saying PACE
Civil has done their work and the report is complete.

Sam Smith, PACE Civil, reviewed the report with the City Council.
Councilmember Irving requested clarification on who had to agree on this project.

Mr. Smith stated when the project gets to the point of doing the formal
assessment district, the County of Tehama would be the lead agency and they
would come to the City Council with the assessments of the property that is
within the City which is 57 acres. The County would handle the assessment
process, but the City would have to obtain its own funding to cover the
assessments within its service areas. The only reason to do it as one is so you
don’t have to pay two attorney fees and two engineer fees.

Councilmember Irving stated he didn’'t see Appendix A in his package and
requested and received clarification on the flow chart between the County and
the City.

Mr. Smith stated that he would send it to the City Council as an amendment.
He continued by saying that the project will be done in stages and that the
service area for the City will be billed to the property owner, which is the $25.00
per month shown. The County will then contract with the City to operate and
maintain the system because the City has the staff and the knowledge to do so.
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Mayor Brown opened the public hearing at 7:56 p.m.

John Elko, Resident, questioned if sewer plant on the other side of the river had
been discussed.

Mr. Smith replied that two joint meetings had been held where the cost was out-
lined, as well as the option of building a plant on the other side of the river.

Councilmember Irving requested clarification on the type of engineering needed
to pipe in across the I-5 Bridge.

Mr. Smith replied there is currently a pipeline going across the I-5 Bridge, but it's
only an 8 inch and a 16 inch line will be needed.

Mr. Nichols questioned if it have been decided if it's going under the river or just
under the bridge.

Mr. Smith stated that right they are looking at the environmental part of it, but he
would like them to look at both under the river or under the bridge. The City of
Redding suspended a pipeline over the river and it's been that way for about 40
years.

Mayor Brown closed the Public hearing at 8 p.m.

Mayor Pro Tem Flynn stated he had been involved in this for many years, the
studies have gone on and on what are the best options this plan is the most
economical we can see. It doesn’'t impact the existing residents of the City of Red
Bluff.

Councilmember Irving questioned if this report was aimed primarily at financial
issues surrounding the sewer and the sewer treatment.

Mr. Barthel stated this report was aimed at the financial impacts of the
Commercial Industrial Businesses.

Mr. Nichols stated a preliminary design was needed so that an estimated cost
could be established.

M/S/C Flynn, Moyer to adopt the Antelope Area Sewer Study for Commercial
Industrial Impact Analysis.

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COLLECTION OF DELINQUENT GARBAGE FEES
Recommendation: That the City Council authorizes staff to:

1. Obtain from the trash hauler a list of delinquent accounts, and

2. Prepare a report, including a list of the property owners, the
affected assessor Parcel Numbers, and the delinquent amount
sought to be collected for presentation to the City Council.

Martin Nichols, City Manager, stated that the City established a policy a few
years ago to require mandatory participation in garbage collection service. Under
that policy it established a subsidiary policy that the City would help the garbage
company collect on people who don't pay their bills after they became delinquent.
Tonight we need to agree to obtain the delinquents accounts from the hauler,
and then authorize staff to prepare a report on those who haven'’t paid. Step 2
would be to set a public hearing for people to oppose this item. Step 3 would be
to hold another public hearing for people who feel they shouldn’t be on the list.
Then adopt another report with any changes you want to make and then that
report would go to the County Treasurer for collections which will start as a lien
on the property.

Amanda Garrett, Representative of GreenWaste of Tehama, reported that the
delinqguent accounts have grown to over 80 thousand dollars since February
2005.

Mayor Pro Tem Flynn requested clarification on whether the City Council was
looking on making these accounts retroactive from February 2005.

Ms. Garrett stated that what they have done with the accounts so far is write off
any bad debt that was prior to February 2005, so they would like to create a
report that shows any balance they have accrued from February 2005.

Mayor Pro Tem Flynn stated that some people could get a hefty lien on their
property.

Mayor Brown inquired if there was a substantial amount of those who owe that
much.

Ms. Garrett stated there are a lot of accounts who have never made a payment
and their plan is to do this twice a year so the amounts aren’t so high.

Councilmember Irving requested clarification on whether this was a contractually
duty where the City has to act as the collection agent or does the City share this
with GreenWaste.

Mr. Crabtree, City Attorney, stated that the City entered into an informal
agreement with GreenWaste to assist in exchange for servicing everyone in the
City without interruption.

M/S/C Irving, Moyer to obtain from the trash hauler a list of delinquent accounts
and continue with the collection process.

Mayor Pro Tem Flynn stated that he had a problem with making this retroactive
for the last two years and questioned why this was allowed to go two years.

Mayor Brown stated he agreed with Mayor Pro Tem Flynn and clarified that all
the City Council was doing today is getting a list.

Mr. Nichols stated that at step 3 when you hold the hearing is when the City
Council would decide which liens will be applied.

PUBLIC HEARING - ACCEPTANCE OF FIRE FACILITY FEASIBILITY STUDY
Recommendations: That the City Council:

1. Hold a Public Hearing and accept all comments on the Fire
Facility Feasibility Study.

2. Adopt the Fire Facility Feasibility Study or provide staff with
further direction.

Margaret Van Warmerdam, Finance Director, reported that the City of Red Bluff
City was awarded a CDBG grant to conduct a Fire Facility Feasibility Study.
Matrix Consulting Group was awarded the project and one of their
representatives was in attendance and would give a presentation on the study.

Martin Nichols, City Manager, stated that the City Council would only be
accepting the report.

Joe Bravo, Matrix Consulting Group, gave a presentation summary of the study’s
Findings. He reported that the current fire station facility is well-suited to
continue to provide effective fire protection services to much of the city. Even
after construction of future fire stations, the study strongly supports maintaining
the current fire station location. The study recommends that in the next 2to 5
years a second staffed fire station in the area of Baker Road be added and that
in the next 5 to 20 years add a third staffed fire station in the Kimball Road area.
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Mayor Pro Tem Flynn stated he felt the presentation was very complete and
stated that this document was available if any citizen wanted to review it.

Mayor Brown opened the Public Hearing at 8:27 p.m. and after receiving no
comment closed the Public Hearing at 8:28 p.m.

Mayor Brown asked how often these things should be reviewed to keep on top of
them.

Mr. Nichols replied it probably should be done annually.

Mayor Brown commented that he noticed the make up of the list is a little
different than it was before.

2007) LOCATED IN A C-3 ZONING DISTRICT.

Recommendation: That the City Council adopt Resolution No. 7-2007 vacating
a portion of Madison Street Right —of — Way between
Douglass Street and Crittenden Street and authorize the
Mayor and the City Clerk to execute deeds transferring the
property described in Exhibits “B-1", “B-2” and shown in
Exhibit C.

Scot Timboe, Planning Director, reviewed the staff report.

Councilmember Irving that he did not believe that the title reflects the action the
City Council was taking. It's called abandonment but what this is really doing is
quit claiming property over to a private entity. He questioned if that brought up
any issues regarding notice to the public.

Richard Crabtree, City Attorney, stated he felt it was fair to classify this as a
vacation, as it is a unique situation as the City owns the dirt under the right of
way. Here the City is vacating not only the right of way but the land under it.
Councilmember Irving requested clarification on where the staff report indicates
that there was a 30 thousand dollar consideration in terms of public improvement
on and off sight.

Mr. Timboe stated that the portion that may be on sight would be the masonry
sound wall, but also includes off sight like curb, overlay, and sidewalk.

Councilmember Irving questioned if staff agrees with the 30 thousand and if the
improvements would reach or even come near this amount.

Mr. Timboe stated he believed they did.

Mayor Brown requested clarification if the line shown was 135 feet and if the wall
will be six feet high.

Mr. Timboe stated yes and that this wall would dress up the neighborhood and in
the long run would collect tax dollars.

M/S/C Byrne, Moyer to adopt Resolution No. 7-2007.
D. J. Miller, Citizen, stated that she was not in favor of this deal and offered the

City $600.00 cash to purchase the property.
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Councilmember Irving agreed with Ms. Miller and stated he was taking Mr.
Timboe’s word for it that the improvements would be 30 thousand dollars and
that he also thought it would be easier if the property owner just paid the 30
thousand to the City of Red Bluff.

Mr. Timboe stated the property owner originally approached the City about the
alley ways.

SAFE ROUTE TO SCHOOL ADDITIONAL FUNDING REQUEST
Recommendation: That the City Council:
1. Authorize the City Manager to approve the additional
funding from CalTrans in the amount of $90,000.00.
2. Authorize the expenditure of $60,000.00 from Fund
21- 42-530-100 for the local matching funds.

Mark Barthel, Public Works Director, gave a brief background on this agenda
item.

Jackson Williams, Resident, questioned if this extra funding was for the walkway.

Mr. Barthel replied yes it was, and explained it was for side walk widening, filling
in some gaps, taking care of ADA requirements, bike lanes, and signage.

Mr. Williams stated that it seems the City spends a lot of money on studies. He
also stated the sidewalks are all in good shape around the schools and that the
money would be better used on the road ways not the sidewalks.

Mr. Barthel explained this is not a study, but an actual construction project.

Mr. Williams requested clarification on which schools this construction would
benefit.

Mr. Barthel stated that this would go from Reeds Creek to Crosby at South
Jackson and would be located on the west side of the street where all the school
children travel.
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Mr. Williams stated that he sees a lot of the children fly through the intersection
but it is time the school stepped in and educated the children and the parents.
Mr. Williams stated he didn’t believe in this project.

Mayor Brown requested clarification on the original $50,000 match and if the City
had that now.

Margaret Van Warmerdam, Finance Director, stated when that when this project
was budgeted it was a partnership between the school and the City. The
individuals who made that agreement are no longer with the school, so we don’t
know if they are still involved with this project, as there was no written
agreement, just an oral understanding.

Mayor Brown requested clarification on whether we had the original 50 thousand.

Ms. Van Warmerdam stated no we don’t, but we are asking that they be the
partners and in the past they have been very responsive.

Councilmember Byrne requested clarification on if we asking the school to put up
60 thousand.

Ms. Van Warmerdam replied that is correct.

Councilmember Irving questioned if the City was being premature in authorizing
this before we do the presentation for the school.

Councilmember Moyer questioned if there was a time limit on the grant.

Mr. Barthel replied yes there is and that we will need to get construction started
by October. He stated that he is working with CalTrans and they have granted
the City a time extension which is not definite at this time, but they are willing to
work with us to allow us to bring this to bid in the fall.

Councilmember Moyer questioned if we are estimating the additional cost to be
that until October, or if it would go up from here.

Mr. Barthel stated no we are going to reduce the project to fit within the budget.
We currently have the $450,000 State Grant and we either need to use this with
the cash match and move forward or end the project.

Mayor Brown asked how far we have to go before we put a halt to it.
Mr. Barthel stated we have already hired Windsor Kelly for a portion of the design

work and they are to be paid out of the grant itself, so stopping the project
altogether will have some cost to the City.

Mayor Brown stated so what we need to do is get that 50 or 60 thousand.

Mr. Barthel stated we need to determine how much funds we have to work with
and then he would know at that point how far we will be reducing the scope to fit
within the budget.

Mr. Nichols stated we think this project is important, as we have an unsafe
condition that needs to be corrected.

Councilmember Irving question if the City approached the State for this grant.
Mr. Barthel stated yes the City applied for the grant and received funding in 2005.

Councilmember Byrne stated that if we don’t go ahead with the project after we
return the 450 thousand we would still owe Windsor and Kelly 30 thousand.

Mr. Barthel stated that was correct.

Councilmember Byrne questioned if the City could process with the project with
the contingency of the schools giving the 50 or 60 thousand.

Mr. Crabtree stated the Council can draft their motion that way.

Mr. Barthel stated that the City can’t drag this project out as CalTrans will not
allow that as they want to see us moving it forward.

Mr. Nichols questioned if we could continue this for a month until we know the
reaction of the schools.

Mayor Pro Tem Flynn stated that the City Council made a decision that this path
to school needed to be corrected when we applied for this grant, and we would
be back peddling if we don’t take care of it.

Councilmember Moyer stated he agreed it is a worth while project that needs to
get it done so it doesn’t cost us more and that if we would have done it when we
first got the grant we wouldn’t need more money now.

Mayor Pro Tem Flynn stated that every time we delay we were costing ourselves
more money and it could have only cost us 30 thousand.

M/S/C Flynn, Moyer to authorize the City Manager to approve the additional
funding from CalTrans in the amount of $90,000.00 and also authorize the
expenditure of $60,000.00 from Fund 21- 42-530-100 for the local matching
funds.

RED BLUFF BIKEWAY/PEDESTRIAN CONSTRUCTION PROJECT -
INCREASE IN UNIT BID PRICE

Recommendation: That the City Council authorize Contract Change Order #1 in
the amount of $12,441.40.

Mark Barthel, Public Works Director, reviewed the staff report and gave a brief
background on the project.

Mayor Pro Tem Flynn requested clarification on where the extra $12.441.40
would come form.

Ms. Van Warmerdam stated that this would come from two grants that were
partnered together. One is CalTrans and the secondary is a cash match through
per capita.

Mr. Barthel stated the project will come in under the original contract amount due
to some deletion of some items of work that we have done. However we do
need approval for the increase in the unit bid prices for those three items.

Councilmember Byrne questioned if the work had already been completed.
Mr. Barthel stated yes it had.

Mayor Pro Tem Flynn stated that since the City was the one who stopped the
project and it was no fault of the contractor that we need to go ahead with it.

M/S/C Flynn, Moyer to approve the increase in unit bid price.

Councilmember Irving asked for clarification on the fact that there is a 12
thousand dollar increase yet we have reduced the scope of the project.

Mr. Barthel stated there was some drainage that was going to be installed within
the park that was eliminated. There were numerous permits needed on this so
when we started the project we had permits for certain phases of the work and
ultimately when we applied for a permit for the work that was along the river they
would not allow us to do some of that work which was in the scope of the
contract, so those items were deleted by the City.

Margaret Van Warmerdam, Finance Director, reported that she has been going
through all the procedures and policies and making sure that they are updated in
compliance with any requirements by GASB.

Mayor Pro Tem Flynn stated that this was just housekeeping.

Ms. Van Warmerdam replied yes it is.

Martin Nichols, City Manager, stated that the changes were in bold so the City
Council can see that they are minor.
